Animals eligible for certification are 1/2 blood Akaushi, 3/4 blood Akaushi and 7/8 blood Akaushi.      Animals eligible for registration are 100% Fullblood Akaushi and 93.75% (15/16 blood) Akaushi. If the sire of animal(s) for which the application is being made is not owned by applicant, a natural breeding agreement or semen bill of sale must accompany the application. If the dam of the calves for which application is being made was not owned by applicant when she conceived, a transfer of ownership on the dam must be on file with AAkA.
The first owner of the calf is the owner of the dam at the time the calf was born, and such calf must be recorded by the first owner.

Weaning Weight Contemporary Group: Identifies animals that have been treated alike in the same environment and weighed within 7 days of each other. Animals in different contemporary groups should be identified by contemporary group number 1, 2, 3, etc.

Management Codes: Management codes should be reported for all calves having performance information. The codes are as follows:
1 = Own dam; no creep

2 = Own dam; creep fed
3 = Raised on foster dam (includes ET calves)
